The presidents of Russia, Turkey and Iran have met for the second time in six month to discuss Syria. The three countries promise to bring peace, stability for the Arab country. The successful Astana peace talks process has been called an alternative to the unsuccessful Geneva process. Can peace return to Syria without western involvement? Iran has day one stood by Syria’s fight against militancy. Russia join the fight in 2015 and Turkey’s rule is both supporting and fighting groups in hand picks remains unclear. Join me with  who has discuss the Astana Summit on Syria. Let’s for sec go to our corresponded Rahshan Saghlam who is joining us live now from Turkish capital Ankara. Rahshan you have been following of course to the summitery policy, just give us brief overview about what’s been achieved.
Yes, actually Waqar, for the first time we can see that the three presidents, Putin, Rouhani and Erdogan were able to put aside all their countries diffrences, all their conflicts or differences on Syrian conflict aside and actually agree on few points upon Syria. The first point was immediate and permanent ceasefire must take place immediately. The second one was to preserve civilian rights by ending the crisis all over the Syria. The third one was humanitarian aids to be delivered directly and also pushing the international community to also send humanitarian aids into Syria and to Syrian people. and also when of a major point that was discussed and agreed upon this summit what is unity, sovereignty and territorial integrity of Syria which has something that we have never see any summit but Syria's speaking about agreeing about everyone here is saying that the summit is actually trying to do something that those three countries despite their differences, despite how differently they view the Syrian crisis and whoever they support whether with the Syrian regime or against Syrian regime as Turkey, they have put aside everything because as Erdogan said today; it is about time to preserve civilian rights and a lot of people have died and it is about time to end the crisis. And also the three leaders admit that the Syrian crisis cannot be stopped by military actions or military operations and that only solution for this crisis must be political. It is through political dialogue. Now everyone have here High Hopes for the summit and hope to actually find the resolution, a permanent one actually for this crisis. We have been seen other summits and peace talks trying to resolve the Syrian unrest however without actually effective actions on the ground this time. The people, the Observers, and I think the Syrian people who have been talking to Syrian analysis they been seeing that this is the first time that they actually have hope that the Syrian crisis is, There is hope that it could end. So this is the wrap off of the summit and is very important that those three leaders whose countries have been actually directly involve in Syria are meeting to solve this problem despite as I mentioned the differences between Iran and Turkey, between Iran and Russia, and Russia and Turkey and their political differences in the vision and internationally they were able actually agree upon something and we have the final statement and press of that was held at today. 
Heard from Rahshan Saghlam speaking us live from Turkish capital Ankara. Our guest for tonight discussion are Mrs. Janice Kortkamp who is independent researcher and journalist and she is joining us live from Washington D.C, we are also joined by Mr. Brent Budowsky, who is  columnist in the Hill, and he is also joining us live from Washington D.C. Thank you both for joining us. Brent I may I like start with you. How do US the effectiveness of this three countries Iran, Russia and Turkey working together to resolve the situation in Syria.
Well it’s too early to assess it cause nothing happens yet outside of the summit. What has to happen is the other governments have to brought in including Europe, including the United States, including other neighbors in the region. You don’t want only three countries, sitting and think they can dictate the solution. Many people in the region and outside the region were that think that Erdogan and Putin and Iran alone represent a cross action of the different people that gonna be needed. So I would hope overtime other countries would be part of it. I would hope that there will be a full scale political solution across the board. I would hope that the countries at the summit and the United States and the Europe can be part of humanitarian and economic package wants the violence stop for good. ISIS in on the defense yet, but they are not done and they are not done for good. And it’s important they want to killing stop. There be a political solution that involves all of the players in Syria. And it’s important that the United States, Europe and the countries at the summit all join together at some point and try to achieve humanitarian uplifting of all of the people. Right now a lot of people are suffering, and it’s gonna take a lot of money, lot of effort and lot of concentration. So they can meet those three countries if they choose. But the real solution is gonna need rest of the world involved.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Janice do you agree with that because of you know that’s something I read today is what Brent Said, a lot of western media special is on this meeting on Ankara, as well as the previous one in Sochi. Is that the west needs to get involved here? Janice do you agree that the west need get involved?
Well I think the west needs to get uninvolved in Syria. ISIS is fairly well defeated, there are pockets here and there that can be defeated by the Syrians and their allies. And our forces are operating in Syria 100% illegally. So we need to get out and if we want to get involved in diplomacy behind the scenes, that’s fine. But in fact since we manufactured this war there, the US and our allies, I doubt that there is much enthusiasm on the part of the Syrian government for involving them in any economic recovery or additional so called diplomacy. So in Syria, I agree that it would be nice for the international community to agree that a political solutions is necessary but there’s not much legitimacy for the position or involvement of the US at the rest of this point.
Brent, you know we can always go back if you like to. 
Can I disagree with that?
Sure, I let you respond to the Janice. In Geneva process, Brent, the west was involved and is involved, but that Geneva process hasn’t really gotten anywhere. So isn’t it interesting that this process with these three countries involved has gotten further oscillation zones, ceasefire, etc. that Geneva has been able to.
What you need is what you need, what happened in Geneva plus more, and what happen in the summit that’s on going now plus more, and what you need are the western countries, the countries at the summit right now and everybody to collaborate and work together. It’s not true, I’m not gonna to beget propaganda, we just heard that the United States has no legitimacy and make them started. That’s just nonsense and I’m not gonna waste the audience time to bailing it. The solution we need …
Janice interrupted
Please let me finish, but I’m saying this Janice, You don’t represent whole anybody in the United States, You may be an American, I don’t know nor care, but you don’t speaking for anybody with that you just said, just for the record, and you’re not speaking people or democratic Europe either, and there are many people in the middle east that don’t agree with you as well. The point is what’s needed is to solve the problem with and old party political solution within Syria and a multilateral effort from outside the Syria to political solution and to improve life of people through a substantial amount of economic and humanitarian aid, and to do that right and to do that effectively it’s gonna take lot of countries working in good faith to do it, no three countries alone can do it, and frankly if there were just the United States and two other countries alone, I would have pose that too and I’m not gonna trying to play games here. What is important if you want it to what’s right for Syrian people is you wanna have an old party political solution that brings everybody in, who believes in human rights and democracy and a better life for the Syrian people inside Syria in a political solution and from outside Syria with economic and humanitarian aid, I think that’s obvious, You want everybody involved not any three countries of any kind. You want everybody involved more than Geneva and more than we are seeing right now, obviously you want to bring people together outside in order to help bring the people together inside and come up with the substantial package when there is a final peace, economic and humanitarian aid to make life better for everybody in Syria, Lord know they deserve it.
