Monography of the Village of Salakh
Introduction
Monography is one of the methods used in the deepening method for the study of limited communities. In monography, small and limited communities were generally examined. On other hand, Monography is a profound and comprehensive description of a village or family or a tribe. For example, in the monography of a village, the social, economic, demographic, and cultural conditions, institutions, norms and, and all details of the lives of the people of the village were generally investigated.
Rural monography were often used in areas where there is not sufficient information on the socio-economic field of those areas. In such cases, the selection of a pattern village that can be representative of the general community can be a general design of the socio-economic development of the area.
In this monography, we intend to introduce the village of Salakh in Qeshm County.
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Geographical Position
Salakh, as one coastal village with beautiful and red shore sands is located on the southern coast of Qeshm Island, and the part of Shahab district of Qeshm, with an area of about 76 hectares. The distance between the village of Salakh and the entrance and exit points of Qeshm Island are: 40 km to the port of Lahat, 75 km to the Shahid Zakeri wharf of Qeshm and 30 km to the airport.
The length of the village: 1922 m.

The width of the village: 400 m.

The gardens enclosed in the village: 1128 m2

The total area of the village: 76 hectares
Also, the village of Salakh as a village has its neighborhoods including: Gambron, Tabl, Dehkhoda, Soheili, Haft Rang, Naghashi, Maleki and Guran.
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Vegetation
Due to the low and irregular rain, high evaporation, wind blow, only plants that are resistant to this condition grow in these areas. Palm-grove trees along the Jujube, Mango tree, Tropical Almond, Mimosa Tree and Mesquite are the vegetation of the area. Also, plants such as Clover, Globe Smesoul and etc. automatically grow in the rainy months and seasons.
Gardens and Palm-Groves
In the village of Salakh, there are several palm-groves in addition to palm trees, there are trees such as Jujube in these gardens.
Animal Specifications:
Fox, cat, donkey and mongoose are animals that found around the village. Also, animals and vermins such as mice, snake, scorpion and lizard and so on are in the village. From the birds of the village, it can refer to the sparrow, crow and turtledove.
Because of the being beaches of the village of Salakh, sea birds and aquatics such as crabs and fish are on the beaches of the village.
Domestic animals kept in the village are, goats, cows, camels chickens and cocks.
Village History:
The beach of the village of Salakh is known as the best area for fishing and a fishing port, and from ancient times, fishermen inhabited the surrounding villages in this area and were fishing.
Salah means the slaughterhouse, because the brave men of the village of Salakh were mainly hunted to the Whale shark, and their job is to hunt the Whale shark and bring out a liver of the Whale shark and build a Seife (fish Liver Oil) that it used to the lodge. When the hunting season arrives and Salakh fishermen go to the sea, they bring the half dead body of the Whale shark to the beach closed with a rope to the lodge, and with a sharp knife, like a dagger, they splits the shark side and brings out its massive liver. They cut the fish into pieces and make a fish powder for fertilizer, and they get oil from the liver. Because their work is a Slaughterhouse, they named the village as "Salakh".
Factors Affecting in the Making of the Village:
Environmental and Geographical Conditions:
- The gentle slope towards the sea
- The suitable sandy beach for the fishing industry
- The natural water-closet and water durability in watercourse

- The suitable soil for cultivation
-The proximity of Salakh to the surrounding villages
- The possibility to collect surface water to the water supply
- The possibility to create brackish deep wells
Social and Economic Conditions:
- The possibility of keeping livestock and the proximity of the village to the appropriate places to make barns in the surrounding area.

- The wide field for fishing boat and its independence
- The possibility to connect with Persian Gulf Islands
- Refueling of the marine equipment and the possibility of continuing it
- The cultivation possibility of fodder and barley for feeding livestock
- The Existence of the carcass stone mines around
Service, Economic and Social Facilities of the Village:
Educational Facilities:
Kindergarten and library; elementary girl preschool; elementary girl and boy school; First and second periods of the high school for girls and boys.
Health Facilities:
Clinic, health home, family physician, cemetery and mortuary.

Water plumbing, urban electricity, garbage collection system, post office, asphalt of the rural roads, ICT, internet access, stadium, bank branch, police station are part of the village facilities

Introducing the Economic Condition:
The main job of the people of the village of Salakh is various methods of fishing with lodge and boats. Also from other jobs are a cargo carting with a lodge on the way to Bandar Abbas or Qeshm to Dubai. Other jobs are palmation, livestock husbandry and handicrafts and Shop keeping.
Social classes based on these same jobs from up to down are: the owners of the lodge and boats, the captains and sailors of these boats.
Social and Cultural Customs:
Sea Nowrouz (fishermen): This is one of the old people Ceremony in Qeshm Island, which is forgotten in most villages, and only the village of Salakh holds this ceremony annually.
Zar Ceremony: The music therapy ceremony of Zar is being held in the village of the Salakh in a dramatic and real way.
Eid al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha Ceremonies were held in this village, like to other villages of the island.
Works and Facilities of Cultural Heritage and Tourism:
- There are two wide historically registered places in the northern lands of the village of Salakh and Gambron, related to the Sassanid and Parthian period.
- The range of beaches, valleys and mountains on the western side of the village is within the range of Geopark, and includes works such as the Darreh Shur (salt valley) and salt domes.
